Weldon Library Board Minutes
August 17, 2021
The meeting was called to order by President Amanda Walters at 7:01 P.M. in the board meeting room of the Weldon Public Library.

The rollcall was conducted by Secretary Sandra Sanders. Present were Christi Baker, Alycia Brockman, Sandra Sanders, Amanda Walters, and Susan Westray.  Librarian Lori Rich was also present. Absent were Danielle Barton and Bob Walters.
Minutes were presented and there was a motion by Alycia Brockman, seconded by Susan Westray, to accept the minutes of the July meeting as corrected. The vote was unanimous, 5-0.

No one was present for the public forum item on the agenda.

There were no items for Closed Session.
TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Christi Baker. The July beginning balance at First Mid was $14,375.36.  Receipts for July were $20,512.47. The disbursements for the month were $32,982.61 ending in a balance of $1,905.22 on July 31, 2021. The July beginning balance at First National was $942.42.  Receipts for July were $57,632.63. The disbursements for the month were $5,192.55 ending in a balance of $53,382.50 on July 31, 2021. Payroll and expenses were also reviewed. There was a motion by Alycia Brockman, seconded by Susan Westray, to accept the reports as presented. The vote was 5-0.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT was given by Lori Rich.
First tax check has been received in the amount of $45,284.92.  The second check should be received by the end of September, per the DeWitt County Treasurer.
Cloud Library Stats: July circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 32,497 items: 21,630 were eBooks, 10,867 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 1,931.
Petty cash funds received for June totaled $260.98; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $31.95. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $181.92.  Books were sold to Ziffit for $17.11 and the library received $30.00 in donations at the Back to School Bash.  Expenses for the month totaled $96.47.
The Inter-Library Loan Traffic Report was not available as of this meeting date.
IPLAR is due on September 1, 2021.  It is ready to be submitted after the Secretary’s audit has been signed.
FY2022 Per Capita Grant requirements are still not available.
The library’s fire extinguisher still needs to be recharged.

Back to School Bash was held July 21, 2021.  Attendance was 89 adults and 71 children.  The library would like to continue participating in this with a focus on handing out school supplies.
The library will host Early Dismissal Days in conjunction with Weldon Public School’s early dismissal days.  Parents should contact Dana at the school to make bus arrangements for their child(ren) to attend.  Activities and snacks will be provided.  Rachel Davidson from the Extension office will be working with Lori to set up programs with 4-H on these days.  The program will be from 1:30 pm to 3:30 pm on the following dates:

Lindsey from the extension office would like to do food programs with the children.  An example would be a family meal.  Due to COVID, this is being put on hold.

Story time will be starting again on September 11th at 10:30 am.  Based on our community survey, we have added a slot for “Toddler Time.” This will be from 10:00 am to 10:30 on Story time days for children aged 3 and under.
Back to School Reading Club was discussed.  It was decided to continue this program.  It will be held every Wednesday, except on early out days. 

Fall Ladies Night was discussed.  It will be held on Friday, September 10th at 6 pm.  The craft will be string art.  The choices will be candy corn, pumpkin and/or leaf.  The cost will be $4.00 project.  The next Ladies Night will tentatively be November 5th .  It will be a bow making class.  Cost TBD.

The SHARE Membership Fee for the next year is $1,850.00.
Library received a donation of a picture of Weldon from Jeff Colbert.

Angel Tree pilot program was discussed.  The Angel Tree program will target specific donations/themes by month.

Lori stated she has started a monthly staff meeting to be held the Wednesday prior to Board meetings.

Lori forwarded to board members via email information on OMA & FOIA webinars being offered by the Illinois Attorney General.  Lori has signed up for the OMA webinar.

Stamps will continue to be sold at the Library after the reopening of the Weldon Post Office.

The leftover funds from the book fair will be used to purchase Kids books.

OLD BUSINESS
First National Bank grant for automatic doors was prepared by Lori Rich and Amanda Walters and is ready to submit.
Audit of Closed Session minutes, January through July 2021 was completed by Bob Walters and Amanda Walters.

Completion of the audit of Secretary’s Minutes for the Annual Report by Danielle Barton and Susan Westray is pending Danielle’s signature.
After discussion and research into community needs, it was determined the library will not offer Notary services at this time.
NEW BUSINESS
Ordinance Levying and Assessing Library Tax 21-05 was reviewed.  A motion was made by Susan Westray to adopt the ordinance and was seconded by Alycia Brockman.  The vote was unanimous 5-0.  Ordinance 21-05 was signed by President Amanda Walters.  Certification of the vote was signed by Secretary Sandra Sanders.

Treasurer’s annual report was reviewed.  This is due to be filed with the County Clerk and County Treasurer on or before September 1st .  Notice of Availability of Annual Treasurer’s report was signed to be sent to the newspaper.
Comptroller’s Report.  Information is still being gathered to send to Julie Floyd to file.

Home School Co-op was discussed.  This would be an opportunity for home school families to get together for enrichment meetings, STEM activities, field trips, etc.  Would like to use the library for 60 to 90 minutes on Fridays.

A Community Survey was sent out via Facebook.  The survey is still open.  Current responses to the Library portion of the survey show 82% of respondents have a library card.

Having no other business, a motion was made by Susan Westray, seconded by Alycia Brockman, to adjourn. The vote was 5-0.
